
 
 
 
Who:  8-4 Hawks, and only 8-4 Hawks, are eligible for Hawk Gold Cards. 
 
What:  A Hawk Gold Card is earned by being in good standing 
academically and behaviorally.  This means you must maintain a “C” or 
better average in all of your core classes.  In addition, your behavior must be 
great in and out of your classes.  You must follow school and team rules at all 
times.  This means that behavior counts anywhere on campus. 
 
When:  Students will be evaluated after the first 2 or 3 weeks of school for 
their first card.  After that, students will be re-evaluated every two weeks.  If 
you lose your card, you may earn it back following reevaluation.  Note:  
Infractions of school or team rules will result in the immediate loss of your 
card.  In addition, if your grades drop below a “C” average, your card will be 
revoked. 
 
Why:  We believe 8th graders who are in good standing should be rewarded 
with certain privileges.   
 
 
 
 
 

A Hawk Gold Card entitles the owner to: 
 
 
The privilege of eating at the outside picnic tables for lunch (as long 
as the teachers decide that the weather permits). 
 
The privilege of leaving for your locker 1 minute prior to the bell 
each afternoon. 
 
A homework pass each quarter (for each core class) for a minor 
homework assignment. 
 
Other privileges that your teachers might offer or students might 
suggest. 
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
